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PROJECT DESCRIPTION
· The redevelopment of a former Power Station site together with adjoining railway sidings totalling approximately 83 acres situated adjacent to the newly constructed A51 Rugeley By-Pass.  
· The former Power Station was demolished and outline planning consent obtained for new residential development for around 600 units.  
· The scheme was adjacent to the retained and operational Rugeley B Power Station and the site was severely constrained by issues such as underground concrete structures, PFA, high groundwater levels and limited services capacity in the area.  
· A site remediation strategy had been prepared and quotations received from 6 contractors to undertake works.

DESCRIPTION OF SERVICES PROVIDED
· Thomas Lister were appointed Marketing Agents (jointly with Atis Real) for the marketing of the site.  
· The scheme was marketed against a Development Brief requiring at least 25% of properties to achieve an EcoHomes “very good” rating and other specific design requirements of the Vendors.  
· The site was marketed both in its existing state and subject to the completion of an identified remediation programme and offers were received from 13 parties on both bases.  
· Three parties were subsequently shortlisted to provide detailed proposals and following negotiations, Persimmon acquired the site in an unremediated state for a sum in excess of £20 million.
